
Science Building Freight 
Elevator Modernization 

 
Rebuilding has begun for the 35 year old 
freight elevator on the south side of the 
Science Building that serves the 1st, 2nd 
and 3rd floors, and the roof.  This project 
was delayed pending completion of the 
new elevator which is now in operation.  
This project also adds a new security card 
access system allowing authorized access 
to the elevator using a University I.D. 
card.  Work started in December 2005 
and is expected to be completed in June  
2006. 
 

 

Building D Alterations 
 

Approximately 4,100 sq. ft of existing 
office space on the north side of Building 
D is currently being reconfigured.  
Academic Advising, Summer Transition, 
Assessment and Testing, and the 
Accessibility Center are departments that 
will be relocated from Building A to 
facilitate the remodeling of that building.  
Work began in April 2006 and should be 
completed by the end of August 2006. 
 

 

Classroom 3054 
 
The Network Services central computer 
room is located in CLS 3054.  This room 
will be renovated to provide needed 
increased electrical service and 
emergency backup to critical hubs, 
servers and other network equipment.  
This will result in a more reliable 
network system.   

Building C Exterior 
Repairs and Painting 

 
Work started on Building C to 
remove and patch loose concrete 
on the exterior sunshades and 
posts.  The cracks will be filled and 
waterproof paint will be applied to 
all concrete surfaces to protect 
them from further deterioration.  
Work began in April 2006 and 
should be completed by the end of 
June 2006. 
 

 

Library 4 th Floor 
Renovation 

 
Renovation started on the east side 
of the 4th Floor Library.  This 
project reconfigures this area into a 
Language Lab, Tutorial Lab, and 
Computer Lab.  With support 
offices, the project totals 
approximately 5,600 square feet.  
Work began April 2006 and will be 
completed by August 2006.  
During this project, the carpet on 
the rest of the 4th Floor will be 
replaced.  Carpet work should 
begin in July 2006 and be finished 
by the middle of August 2006. 
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Building A 
Remodeling 

 
At the University’s request, the Capital 
Development Board reinstated the 
design contract with Ross, Barney, 
Jankowski Architects to proceed with a 
remodeling design for Building A.  
This project remodels the building to 
house the College of Business and 
Management, faculty offices and 
classrooms.  The preliminary design 
places faculty offices along the majority 
of the north and south building 
perimeter, with instructional and 
departmental support spaces on the 
interior.  This project is funded by the 
State of Illinois Capital Development 
Board and construction is planned to 
begin June 2007. 
 
 

Remodeling Building F/E 
 
This project is in the early design stages 
to remodel and expand Building F.  A 
University committee interviewed four 
firms and selected John Morris 
Architects for this project.  This project 
will enlarge the current 110 seat theater 
and remodel the adjacent classroom and 
rehearsal space.  This project is funded 
by the State of Illinois Capital 
Development Board and the actual 
design work requires the approval from 
Capital Development Board to proceed.

Electrical High Voltage 
 Substation & Cable 

Replacement 
 

This project replaces the electric 
substations in Buildings C, D, and E and 
replaces aluminum cable and outdated 
splice connection boxes throughout the 
campus, all installed in 1961.  These 
improvements will make the power 
distribution more reliable on the north 
side of  the campus. 
 

 
CCICS  Remodeling Phase I 

 
This project will renew existing interior 
finishes and the exterior façade, 
modernize the H.V.A.C and utility 
systems, update the lighting systems, add 
a Building Automation System, replace 
fixed equipment, and remodel interior 
areas.  This is in response to 
programmatic changes that have 
occurred since the previous remodeling 
in 1972. 
 
 

Science Building  
Modernization 

�
Work was completed on the initial phase 
of a multi-year series of projects to 
remodel and rehabilitate most areas 
within the Science Building.  A 
conceptual design report was completed 
in March 2006 that proposes replacing 
fixed student & teaching stations in 
laboratories, retrofitting the HVAC 
system, upgrading the lighting system, 
and enhancing student & support space.   
The estimated project cost is $30 million  
and will be included in the University’s 
fiscal year 2008 budget request.  This 
project is dependant on a combination of 
funding sources, including State of 
Illinois Capital funds, University 
Permanent Improvement funds, and 
private and other sources.  
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Projects Completed  
in Spring 2006 

 
Parking Facility, Phase III 

 
This phase consisted of building Public 
Safety and Parking Department offices 
on the ground floor of the Parking 
Facility.  Construction was completed in 
January 2006. 

 
 

Library Fire Restoration  
 

The Library had a mechanical fire in the 
lower level of the building at the end of 
November 2005.  All damaged 
equipment has been restored.  Clean up 
was extensive due to smoke damage.  
The Library re-opened on February 14th 
2006.  
 
 

CTC Fire Restoration 
 
In the beginning of January 2006, a 
Commonwealth Edison transformer 
caused a fire at CTC.  The space, which 
was only affected by smoke damage, was 
cleaned and re-opened on April 5th 2006. 
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The University will be submitting its 
FY2008 Capital request for state funds to 
complete several capital and capital 
renewal projects.  Requested capital 
projects total $105.6 million.  All 
projects are based on the fiscal year 2008 
cost guidelines issued by the State of 
Illinois Capital Development Board.  The 
General Assembly did not act on a state 
capital program during the Spring 
session.  As of this date, we do not know 
which, if any, of these projects will be 
funded.  A brief description of each 
project follows: 
 

Education Building 
(planning & construction) 

 
This project would plan and construct the 
Education Building to address the 
continuing growth, success, and pressing 
needs of NEIU students.  High quality 
teaching and faculty office space for the 
College of Education, as well as general 
purpose classrooms, would be provided. 

 
Classroom Building  

Remodeling 
 

This project, to occur after the College of 
Education moves into the Education 
Building, will renew existing finishes, 
modernize H.V.A.C and utility systems, 
replace fixed equipment, and remodel 
interior areas in response to 
programmatic changes in the Classroom 
Building since it was constructed in 
1973.  This work includes realigning 
administrative space throughout the 
building.  It also reconfigures the second 
floor open computer laboratories, 
consolidates the computer center and 
support offices, and adds student meeting 
and group space. 
 
 

Building D & E Exterior 
Window Wall Replacement 

 
This project replaces 1,800 linear feet of 
the original window wall in Buildings D 
& E and adjacent enclosed cross 
corridors.  Replacement of the window 
wall will significantly reduce energy 
costs. �
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
