Policy for Merit Tuition Waiver Scholarships

The College of Arts and Sciences provides a limited number of Merit Tuition Waiver Scholarships for
interested and deserving undergraduates (Second Bachelor's candidates are not eligible) within the College
of Arts and Sciences. These scholarships can be granted for three to sixteen credit hours and students
MUST be enrolled at least half-time. Scholarships will be granted on the basis of the student’s intended
major, status, intended Career/Educational Goals, transcripts and/or ACT/SAT scores, and letter of
recommendation.

Students must reapply each semester to be considered for tuition waivers.

To be considered for selection, applicants must meet the following criteria:
e Transfer and NEIU continuing students must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0

o Entering Freshmen must be in the top 15% of their graduating class or have a minimum ACT score of
24 or SAT of 1110.

Applicants must submit a complete application including:
e A clear, coherent, and detailed Intention of Career/Educational Goals attached to the application
o A letter of recommendation from a professor/teacher (preferred), counselor, or employer attached to
the application OR sent directly to The College of Arts and Sciences.
o Official college transcript (NEIU transcripts may be unofficial), OR an official high school transcript
reflecting class standing and ACT/SAT scores

This award may be withdrawn in instances of substantiated academic misconduct or other violations of
University standards pertaining to proper student conduct.

Scholarship applications are available outside of the Office of the Dean, College of Arts and Sciences, S-158,
outside the Office of the Associate Dean, S-154, in the CAS Advising Handbook, and on our website at
www.neiu.edu, click on Academics, College of Arts and Sciences, and then Student Resources. The
application must be completely filled out, including ALL supporting documentation, and submitted to the
Dean’s Office by the application deadline. The College Merit Tuition Scholarship Committee will review all
applications and notify applicants, approximately, one month after the application deadline. Incomplete
applications will not be considered.
