Education, NEIU) made a presentation on
family literacy at the lllinois Reading
Council convention in Springfield on March
18. The presentation focused on their
combined interests in reading and
community relations.
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As the semester is coming to close, | would
like to just take a few minutes and review
our accomplishments over the past
academic year. Our department has
contributed to the goals and mission of
Northeastern lllinois University in various
ways. The myriad of programs in the
department and the involvement of most of
our faculty make us both visible and highly
respected in the College and at NEIU.

In terms of teaching, we are in the process
of developing new middle school courses,
revising courses in Foundations for the AAT
degrees, designing a course for middle
school principals, and offering cohort
programs partnering with New Trier and
Maine for our LEAD program. All of our
programs are evaluating our current
curriculum and are involved in updating our
courses to meet the needs of our student
body and our professional organizations.
Many of our courses are experimenting with
distance learning and we are teaching at
several sites, including Lake County and
CICs.

In terms of research/creative activity, one
major accomplishment has been the
development of a research agenda for the
department and a process for evaluating
research proposals. Our LEAD program
has forwarded a doctoral proposal to the
Dean of the College of Education and
although there has not been concrete
action, it still is under consideration. We
have been working with a pilot program for
electronic portfolios, an initiative which |
believe we will see implemented during the
next academic year. In reviewing
everyone’s accomplishments, we have
published and presented at major
conferences in our respective fields and
contributed to the body of knowledge in our
fields, no easy task with all most of us our
involved in.

In terms of service, we are well represented
on all of the major committees at NEIU and
have contributed to grant initiatives as well.
We are major players in the TQE grants,
the IBM grant, HECA grants, and other
projects as well. Many of us work in
schools, the community, and collaborate
with other universities and educational
entities.

Both our senior faculty (depressing thought
for some of us) and our new faculty work
well together and seem to enjoy
collaborating on many projects. There is no
doubt in looking at our organization chart,
we come from diverse academic
backgrounds, but we mesh and enrich each
other’s work. ELAD has been an exciting
department to work with, certainly
challenging at times for all of us with the
day-to-day glitches, but none-the-less a
department | am proud to be a part of
thanks to all of you.
