Welcome to another academic year.  It’s good to see everyone back.  It’s 
been a hectic summer at the office and I am pleased to announce that 
John Sullivan will be joining us as our program advisor.  John has been 
onboard since Wednesday and is beginning to meet people and has been 
deluged with student requests. John has an MA in HRD and a technology 
background, so he will add a lot to the department.  Lyn Christy will be 
joining the A-V services and will be missed.  I know the department will 
miss Lyn and I know you all join me in wishing Lyn good luck.   We are 
currently interviewing for her replacement.  I would like to thank Drs. 
McNeely, Bradley, Dundis, Bush, and also Zipporah for their help as we 
have gone through the interview process so far.   
 
Also we have ordered office furniture with some of the contract money that 
we needed to spend at the end of the year. We should have a more 
organized, up-dated look.  Hopefully this will be delivered in a couple of 
months.   
 
Now for the most important issues…Drs. Bradley and Beckwith will chair 
the search and screen for the ELAD position. Unfortunately we got only 
one of the several positions we asked for and are filling it with faculty to 
teach in the leadership program.  We desperately need faculty for 
foundations and middle school, but we were not given those positions.   
 
I hope the shortage of classes and faculty in the EDFN area speaks loudly 
enough after the start we had this year to make this a priority for next year.  
We currently have about 34 sections of EDFN and few of them are staffed 
with tenure track faculty.  I have asked faculty not to overload their classes 
so that students can best be served by not having overcrowded classes 
and work in optimum instructional conditions.  With the new testing 
requirements students will be tested in foundations as well as other content 
areas and we want our students to perform well. Our students are currently 
tracked only in the LEAD and CSBO areas, so this will be new data to help 
us access other areas in the department. The total number of sections in 
the department looks to be around 135 for Fall 2005.  This includes 
initiatives on all four campus sites, as well as contract courses and 
other off-site offerings. 
 
Our department, as usual, is in the forefront of many of the university 
initiatives.  We will be working on a content management system and 
ELAD is supposed to be one of the model departments.  We also have 
been asked to work with Edmund Hanson and Brad Baker in implementing 
more web-based courses.  I will be going to Poland in November to work 
with one of our partners in establishing other connections for HRD and 
School Leadership.  From conversations I’ve had as various faculty 

members have wandered in 
to the office, many of us are 
presenting at conferences 
and publishing.   
 
As to the strike, no one is 
sure what will happen.  We all 
are waiting to see what 
happens with the 
negotiations.
