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ADMISSIONS INFORMATION AND DEADLINES

Note:All students may also apply via the Internet at www.neiu.edu.This is
the quickest application method.The non-refundable application fee must
be paid using the credit card or online check payment option required
with the online process.A non-refundable application fee of $25 must be
submitted with all applications. PLEASE DO NOT SEND CASH.

FORMER STUDENTS

Students who have previously registered at Northeastern Illinois University
are eligible to register if they meet requirements outlined below.

Students who have been dropped for poor scholarship from Northeastern
must be readmitted to the university by the Committee on Academic
Standards. Students must submit a written letter of petition, the university
application and a $25.00 non-refundable application fee to the Registrar.All
documents must be received by November 16, 2009.

NEW STUDENTS

Students who have never enrolled at Northeastern Illinois University are
classified as new students. All new students must complete a university
application and be admitted prior to registration. The university application,
non-refundable fee and supporting documents must be submitted in
accordance with application deadlines.

UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS

Former undergraduates in good academic standing pursuing a bachelor’s
degree are eligible to register if they have enrolled during the Spring 2009,
Summer 2009 or Fall 2009 semester. Students who have not attended during
any of the above semesters must reapply for admission.

New students wishing to pursue a bachelor’s degree must apply by the
application deadlines.

An application and all supporting documents must be submitted by the
published admission deadlines. A non-refundable application fee of $25
must be submitted with your application.

STUDENTS-AT-LARGE WITHOUT DEGREE

Former students who have previously enrolled at Northeastern Illinois
University as students-at-large without degree are eligible to register. If you
have attended as a student-at-large and want to remain in this status, you do
not need to reapply.

New students wishing to apply as students-at-large without degree must
apply by the application deadlines.

Students-at-large are not eligible to receive financial aid.

Students who have graduated from Northeastern Illinois University
are considered graduate Students-at-Large and do not need to apply
as a graduate Student-at-Large.

STUDENTS-AT-LARGE WITH DEGREE

Students who have previously enrolled at Northeastern Illinois University as
students-at-large with degree are eligible to register. If you have attended as a
student-at-large and want to remain in this status, you do not need to reapply.

New students wishing to apply as students-at-large with degree must apply
by the application deadlines.

Students-at-large are not eligible to receive financial aid.

NORTHEASTERN ILLINOIS UNIVERSITY
TUITION GUARANTEE PLAN

In 2003, the Illinois General Assembly amended the Northeastern

Illinois University Act to include a four-year tuition guarantee for new
undergraduate students beginning with the Fall 2004 semester.The purpose
of the Act is to assist students and their families, at the beginning of the
college experience, to be aware of what the costs of college tuition will

be for the next four years.The Tuition Guarantee Plan applies to all newly
enrolled undergraduate students, including transfers, and guarantees the
same tuition rate for four continuous academic years.The Tuition Guarantee
Plan applies only to tuition.The Tuition Guarantee Plan does not apply to
fees.

TUITION GUARANTEE PLAN CLASSIFICATION

For each student, the Tuition Guarantee Plan begins with the first term

of enrollment. Under the Tuition Guarantee Plan, the tuition rate for new
undergraduate students first enrolling at NEIU in the Fall 2004, or thereafter,
will be held constant for four continuous academic years.

New Students - The Tuition Guarantee Plan applies to all newly enrolled
undergraduate students (freshman, transfers, and students-at-large) seeking
their first bachelor’s degree beginning with the Fall semester 2004, or
thereafter, and will be effective for four continuous academic years. Newly
enrolled is defined as undergraduate students seeking their first bachelor’s
degree and registered for at least one class on or after the first day of the
term.The four-year tuition guarantee expires at the end of the term (Fall,
Spring, or Summer) immediately preceding the four-year anniversary of the
student’s initial enrollment. (For example, students who enter the Spring
2010 semester will be guaranteed their tuition through the Fall 2013 term).

Readmitted Students - Students who withdraw for any reason, other

than being called up for active military service, and re-enroll will retain the
guarantee rate they had when they withdrew from the university. The tuition
guarantee will not be extended as a result of withdrawal.

Full-time or Part-time - The determination of eligibility for the Tuition
Guarantee Plan is not affected by full-time or part-time enrollment status; all
new undergraduates are included.

Students Changing Majors - The Tuition Guarantee Plan expiration date
will not change for students changing their major.

Students Whose Guarantee Expires - The Tuition Guarantee Plan will
expire after four continuous years following initial enrollment, or upon
completion of a bachelor’s degree, whichever comes first.

COURSE IDENTIFICATION CODES

Each course is designated by a three or four digit number identifying the
individual course, a two to three digit number indicating the specific section
of that course, and ending at the far right of each course a five digit course
reference number (CRN). The three or four digit number that identifies the
course indicates the level of complexity. Courses which count toward the
general education requirements are identified by: (FA) for Fine Arts, (HU) for
Humanities, (SB) for Social/Behavioral Sciences, (NS) for Natural Sciences,
(NSL) for Natural Sciences Lab, and (MA) for Mathematics/Quantitative
Reasoning.

It is the responsibility of each student to enter the proper course reference
number when registering. The course reference number is the key identifier
for all registration activities. If you enter the wrong course reference number,
your registration for that course may be voided by the computer or you may
be registered for the wrong course.

LEVEL CODES
A general guideline to the course numbering system is:

090 - level courses are developmental; credit does not apply towards
graduation.

100 - level courses are usually taken during the freshman year.

200 - level courses are usually taken by sophomores.
100 and 200 level courses are lower division.

300 - level courses are upper division courses which are for advanced
undergraduates, and under some conditions, graduate students.

400 - level courses are for graduate students ONLY. Undergraduate
students graduating in December 2009, who wish to enroll in a
400-level course must contact the Graduate College.

500 - level courses are for graduate students only.

Confirmation/Refund/Financial Aid
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CONFIRMATION PROCESS:

To guarantee the registration of classes, all students must confirm their
registration by the initial payment due date whether or not a bill is received.
Failure to confirm by the due date will result in cancellation of registration.
Students confirming their registration are responsible for the full tuition cost
unless they officially withdraw by the established drop dates. All students
must confirm their registration. The following are confirmation
methods:

¢ Pay the entire cost of the registered classes, or pay the minimum, which
is the initial payment amount and a $10 deferred payment fee via http://
neiuport.neiu.edu, by mail, drop box or in person. See Schedule of Tuition
and Fee Payments Table for the initial payment amount.

¢ Students with authorized financial aid sufficient to pay the initial payment
amount will be confirmed automatically.

¢ Students receiving financial aid (not authorized) must obtain a waiver
from the Office of Financial Aid and present it to the Cashier's Office.

PETITION FOR REINSTATEMENT:

Those students whose class(es) were dropped because they did not confirm
their Change of Registration, may submit a petition to be reinstated to the
class(es) within the first nine days of classes after the payment confirmation
date. Students who had courses dropped because they did not confirm
their Advance or Late Registration and did not re-register during Change

of Registration are not eligible to petition for reinstatement. Students

may petition once during their attendance at Northeastern. Students who
petition more than once will be denied, unless university error or extreme
hardship is involved. Extreme hardship includes the death or serious injury
of a parent, spouse, or child, or serious illness of the student, making it
impossible to meet the payment deadline. Petitions may be obtained at the
Enrollment Services Center.The student will need to pay the $25 petition
fee and the initial payment amount upon submission of the petition. Note,
students will be reinstated to all courses from which they were
dropped. The deadline for students to petition for reinstatement and

not have to pay for the courses they are not attending is January 8,2010.
Students not attending a class will be dropped and assessed 10% through
January 25 or withdrawn beginning January 26 and financially obligated

for a portion of the withdrawn course. No petitions will be accepted after
February 5,2010 for students who registered during Change of Registration.

RETURN CHECK POLICY:

A $15 fee will be assessed for each returned check received by the university.
After two occurrences, the student will be precluded from making a payment
by check for the next two years (three years after the third occurrence).The
student has a right to appeal the length of time with the Bursar. Students
who confirm their classes with a check that is returned for insufficient
funds will also be liable for all tuition/fee charges and will receive grades
unless they drop their courses by the appropriate refund or drop/
withdrawal dates.

OUTSTANDING TUITION AND EMERGENCY LOAN BALANCES:

In order for the university to continue to provide an affordable education, it
is important for the student to meet his/her financial commitment. However,
students who have not met their financial obligation are subject to the
following:

1. The student may not be allowed to register for classes.
2. Transcripts and diplomas will not be released.

3. The student's account will be charged a $50.00 non-refundable
outstanding balance fee.

4. The student’s account will be assigned to private collection agencies.
5. The student’s account will be reported to the State of Illinois Comptroller.

Information and applications for grants, scholarships, loan and work
programs are available on NEIUport and in the Financial Aid Office, D200. To
be eligible for most Financial Aid awards, students must be enrolled at least
half-time (minimum 6 credit hours for both undergraduate and graduate
students) and must be admitted into a degree-seeking program.

To apply for Financial Aid for Spring 2010, students must complete the
2009-10 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) at www.fafsa.
ed.gov and indicate NEIU (school code 001693) as one of their school
choices. FAFSA results will then be sent to NEIU. Additional documentation
may be necessary to verify the FAFSA information and to determine the
student’s eligibility for financial aid programs. Once the FAFSA is received,
students can check requirements necessary to complete their application on
NEIUport at http://neiuport.neiv.edu Students can also check award status

and academic progress status on NEIUport. For more information about
NEIUport, see page 17.

Financial aid awards will be processed in the date priority order that the
student’s FAFSA results are received at NEIU, and as funds are available.
Students whose FAFSA results are received at NEIU after October 31,2009
should be prepared to make an initial down payment on their Spring 2010
fee bill using their own resources. If the student is later determined to be
eligible for financial aid funds, a refund will be issued for eligible payments
made.

Once eligibility has been determined, Financial Aid awards will be applied
towards the student’s tuition & fees due. Tuition based scholarships (IL
Veterans Grant, IL National Guard, Cooperating Teachers, Civil Service
Employees) must be processed first at the Financial Aid Office prior to the
Payment Due Date.

New Automatic Confirmation Procedure For Financial Aid Recipients
Students who have enough Financial Aid funds (including Student Loans)
appearing on their Account Detail for Term online in NEIUport to cover the
minimum deposit, will automatically be confirmed prior to the Payment Due
Date. If no Financial Aid funds appear, or are not sufficient to cover
the minimum payment due, a minimum payment will be required
by the Payment Due Date to confirm classes. Check page 15 for due
dates and minimum amounts required.

New Drop Deadlines and Financial Aid Eligibility
Most Financial Aid Programs will be based on your TOTAL ENROLLED
HOURS as of End of Business Day on January 25, 2010.

Most Financial Aid Programs WILL NOT PAY for classes dropped during the
90% refund period January 9, 2010 through January 25, 2010. Students
will be responsible for the 10% cost of classes dropped during

this period. Students with IL Veterans Grant and IL National Guard will
have this 10% covered; however, this will impact Eligibility Units available
for future payments. See page 12 for more information about Add/Drop
deadlines.

Once tuition & fees have been paid, students may use excess funds toward
books at Beck’s Bookstore during the first week of classes. Check the
Financial Aid website www.neiu.edu/FinAid.htm for dates, times & locations.

COMPLETE WITHDRAWALS/RETURN OF TITLE IV FUNDS POLICY
FOR FINANCIAL AID RECIPIENTS

Students who completely withdraw* from all classes through the 60 percent
point of the term must repay a portion of financial aid funds received. The
amount you repay will be based on the amount of time you attended classes.
In most cases, you are entitled to keep the percent of aid that equals the
amount of time you attended the term. For example, if you completely
withdraw from classses at the 30% point of the term, you can keep 30%

of your financial aid and would need to repay up to 70% of the aid you
received.

NEIU will return these funds to the U.S. Department of Education (for Pell
Grants, SEOG Grants,ACG Grants, Smart Grants, TEACH or Perkins Loans)
or to your lender (for Federal Stafford Loans) and will charge your student
account. Students must make arrangements to repay any amounts owed
before allowed to enroll again at NEIU or receive additional Title IV funds.

*NEIU considers that you are completely withdrawn from classes on the day
you drop your last class using the online system, via http://neiuport.neiu.
edu). Students who do not attend classes and do not officially withdraw will
be considered as having attended 50% of the term, and will be responsible
for repaying 50% of all aid received.

POLICY ON FIRST CLASS SESSION ATTENDANCE

Department instructors may reassign a student's seat in a class if the
student does not attend the first class session and neglects to inform
the instructor in advance of the intended absence.The student will be
responsible for any financial consequence if the course is not dropped
officially by the student before the appropriate refund deadline. Failure
to officially withdraw from class will result in a grade of E

PASS/FAIL OPTION

 Pass/fail option is available only to students in good standing (can not be
on academic probation) at the undergraduate level.

* Pass/fail option is not allowed for General Education, Honors, College
of Business & Management courses, tutored study courses, independent
study courses, English 101, or a course used to fulfill a major or minor
requirement.

» Students are eligible to exercise the pass/fail option only after
accumulating fifteen hours in residency (courses taken through
Northeastern).

 Eligible students will be permitted one pass/fail course per term.A
maximum of 18 pass/fail hours, including transfer courses from other
institutions, may be applied toward graduation but may not be counted
toward a student’s major area of concentration, minor, or General
Education Program.

¢ Declaration of the intention to select the pass/fail option must be
made no later than the tenth day of the term by notifying the Office of
Enrollment Services. The decision to select the pass/fail option may not
be changed after that date.

¢ A grade of “P” will be used to indicate that the student has passed the
course, and a grade of “F” will be used to indicate that the student has
failed the course.The “F” will be included in the grade point average.

» Instructors may offer courses restricted to pass/fail registration with
approval from the appropriate College Educational Policy Committee
and by the Faculty Council on Academic Affairs, either at the time of
initial course approval or subsequently. Hours of credit carried by such
course(s) will be part of the maximum 18 hours which have been
approved for the general pass/fail option.

REGISTRATION FOR BIOLOGY COURSES

Online registration for all undergraduate Biology courses is no longer
restricted to students who have officially declared biology as a major.
Seats will be available on a first-come, first-served basis, so it is advisable
for biology majors and minors to register as soon as possible during the
Advance Registration periods as seats are limited.

PREREQUISITES WILL BE ENFORCED

The minimum prerequisite for all Department of Biology 300-level courses
is BIO 201 and BIO 202 or equivalent. Some courses may have additional
prerequisites. In order to register for BIO 150/201 (or any biology major
or minor course) a student must have demonstrated proficiency in reading,
writing, and math. A score of 6 on the Reading Placement Test, a score of

7 on the Writing Placement Test (or ELP-ESL-120 or ELP DEV-099) and a
score of 30 on the Math Placement Test (or MATH-DEV-092) will satisfy this
requirement. Students should note that BIO 150 is a co-requisite of BIO 201
and is required for ALL majors/minors beginning their biology coursework
as of Fall 2007.

Students may register online for biology classes for which prerequisites
have been met (completed with a grade of “C”or better). Class lists will be
monitored and prerequisites checked during and after registration periods.
Students who are registered for courses for which prerequisites have not
been met with a grade of “C” or better will not be able to attend the course
and are responsible for any financial consequences resulting from the
necessity to withdraw. It is the student’s responsibility to be aware of and
comply with all Biology course prerequisites.

Students are advised to check the Biology Department bulletin board

and display cases located outside of the Department office (8-358G) for
information and/or changes in course scheduling. Students may also consult
with the Biology office staff,Tina Pennekamp or Jan Aigner, as well as the
Department’s website at http://orion.neiu.edu/~biology.

The prerequisite for all English Department 300-level courses is a grade of C
or better in ENGL 101 and ENGL 102, plus 6 hours of 200-level literature/
writing excluding General Education courses, or consent of instructor.

The prerequisite for all English Department creative writing courses is one
of the following: ENGL 235 (Intro to Creative Writing I), ENGL 236 (Intro to
Creative Writing II), or consent of instructor.

The prerequisite for all English Department 400-level courses is one of the
following: Graduate standing, admission to a degree program in English, or
written consent of instructor.

ENGL 410 - Literary Methods & Practice is required in first fall term for all
literature track students.

FOREIGN LANGUAGES AND LITERATURES

Students must earn a grade point average of 2.50 or higher with no grade

below a "C" for all courses, including Foundation Courses, applied to a business
major or minor.The Foundation Courses are: ENGL 101 (Writing I), ENGL 102
(Writing II), MATH 165 (Finite Math), MATH 167 (Business Calculus), ECON
217 (Microeconomics), BLAW 285 (Legal Environment of (Business),ACTG
201 (Introduction to Financial Accounting) and ACTG 202 (Introduction

to Managerial Accounting). Note: Enrollment in BLAW 280 and BLAW 285
requires completion of at least 30 credit hours.

B. Complete at least 60 credit hours (including the Foundation Courses) of
course work and have a cumulative GPA of 2.00 or better for these hours.
(For business minors a 2.00 cumulative GPA in at least 45 credit hours is
required.)

C. Must have completed all General Education requirements
ALL 400 and 500 LEVEL BUSINESS AND MANAGEMENT COURSES:

These are graduate level courses. Consult the Academic Catalog for special
admission and registration policies that apply to them.

PREREQUISITES WILL BE ENFORCED:

Please Note: Prerequisites are cumulative; i.e., some prerequisites
have prerequisites of their own that must also be successfully
completed prior to enrolling in a course. Students are expected to
complete those courses with a "C" or better. Incomplete grades and
"D" grades in prerequisite courses do not constitute successful completion.
Students must not register for 300 level business courses unless they have
met all prerequisites and requirements to declare a business major or minor.
This includes a 2.50 GPA in the Foundation Courses.

All students, including students at large, are responsible for
complying with the published prerequisites and other registration
requirements. Class registration lists will be monitored and checked.
Students who register for courses for which prerequisites have not been met
will be responsible for any financial consequences due to their subsequent
necessity to withdraw. Note that a student may advance register for a course
in an upcoming semester while enrolled in a prerequisite course in the
current semester, but must complete the prerequisite with a "C" or better to
remain registered for the upcoming semester.

Students who have taken prerequisite courses at other institutions must
have their transcripts evaluated by the Office of Program Advisement in the
College of Business and Management. If students have not already done so,
they should consult with the Program Advisors immediately.
