PARKING REGISTRATION APPLICATION
The Parking Office is located at the NE side of the Parking Facility on the 1st 
Floor.

PERMITS REQUIRED 24 HOURS EVERY DAY

FEE PAYMENT: 
All student parking permit fees should be paid at the Cashier’s Office. Each 
semester; after confirming your classes, you must register your 
vehicles(s) on-line at the following Northeastern Illinois University 
parking website, www.neiu.edu/parking in order to receive a permit. 
All permits will be mailed unless a direct pickup from the Parking Office is 
specifically requested. Any vehicle not properly displaying a permit by the 
beginning of the third full week of classes is subject to being fined. Students 
that do not want to participate in the mandatory student fee parking 
program must sign a waiver form to opt out of the program. A waiver form 
for this purpose may be printed at www.neiu.edu/~finanadm/bursar.htm. 
The last day to opt out of the mandatory parking fee is September 15, 2009.

HANDICAP PARKING: Identified spaces in each lot.

Parking in the handicapped spots on campus requires the display of a 
valid level one or two University parking permit in conjunction with a 
state issued Persons with Disabilities license plate or hanging placard or a 
temporary NEIU Handicapped Parking placard.

The Student Health Services Office will issue temporary NEIU Handicapped 
Parking placards that are valid only for short term handicapped parking for 
up to three weeks. Remember that both the NEIU permit and the Persons 
with Disabilities plate/placard must be properly displayed when parked in a 
university handicapped spot.

MOTORCYCLES: 
•	 Special motorcycle parking is available in Lot D and in the Parking Facility 
on  levels two through five.

•	 Purchase and distribution of special motorcycle/motor bike decals are 
available at the Parking Office.

REFUNDS: 
All refunds are given in accordance with University tuition deadline dates 
and percentages. The parking decal must be returned to the Parking Office at 
the time you completely withdraw from classes.

DAILY PARKING OPTIONS:
DAILY PARKING PASS: $5.00 per day. Must be purchased on a daily as-
needed basis from the  DAILY PERMIT MACHINE located in the H lot (at the 
South end of campus in level II) or from the Parking Office in the Parking 
Facility on the first floor. The machine will accept credit card payments as 
well as cash.

PARKING METERS:

FULL-TIME UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS
All confirmed full-time undergraduates are automatically billed for Student 
Health Insurance. Undergraduate students have the option to waive the 
health insurance by completing a health insurance waiver online at  
www.aetnastudenthealth.com no later than September 15, 2009.  The health 
insurance cost is non-refundable after this deadline.
Be aware that in order to avoid a lapse in coverage, insurance should be 
purchased each semester: Fall and Spring sessions. This should be done at 
the time the tuition payment is made.

PART-TIME UNDERGRADUATE AND MASTER DEGREE STUDENTS
Undergraduate students with at least 6 credit hours and graduate students 
who wish to purchase student health insurance will need to pay the 
premium upon enrolling for insurance. If dependent coverage is desired, the 
student must obtain an insurance application form by going online to  
www.aetnastudenthealth.com.

ALUMNI COVERAGE
Graduates may continue their health insurance only for the term 
immediately following their graduation by going online to  
www.aetnastudenthealth.com to print the form.

NON-REFUNDABLE
The Health Insurance fee is Not Refundable after September 15, 2009.

CANCELLATION
Students who already have a hospital insurance plan that is equal to or 
better than the student plan, may complete a cancellation form and submit it 
online at www.aetnastudenthealth.com at the time of CONFIRMATION (first 
payment for the term). 

Proof of coverage is required.  The cancellation MUST be received online at 
www.aetnastudenthealth.com by September 15, 2009. 
NO CANCELLATION IS GRANTED AFTER THESE DATES. 

PARKING FEES
Students who desire to participate in Level I must sign a waiver form to opt 
out of the Level II parking program and independently purchase a Level I 
parking permit (forms obtained in the Cashier’s Office).  Students that do not 
want to participate in the parking program must sign a waiver form to opt out 
of the program.  A waiver form may be printed at www.neiu.edu/~finanadm/
bursar.htm and is also available at the Cashier's Office.  Once a student permit 
has been issued, it can be viewed online and coverage is effective immediately.  
All permits must be properly displayed within 7 business days from the mail-
out/issue date. 

PARKING PERMIT INFORMATION
•	 The last day to opt out of the mandatory parking fee is Sept. 15, 2009.

•	 Students who choose to participate in parking on campus must 
first confirm their classes and then register their vehicle online 
at www.neiu.edu/parking.  
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Credit Hour Load (OVERLOADS)
During the Fall term, a student may register for a maximum of 18 credit 
hours.  No student may carry a course overload during the first semester 
of study at Northeastern.

Approval for a course overload is required under the following conditions:
•	 An enrollment of more than 18 hours.

To be considered for a course overload students must:
•	 Have a cumulative GPA of 3.0.
•	 Pass the English Competency Exam by the student’s fourth term of enrollment.
•	 Write a petition explaining the compelling reason the overload is necessary.
•	 Submit the letter of petition to the appropriate college Dean or 
Department.

•	 Undergraduates who have officially declared a major or pre-major in the 
College of Arts & Sciences

•	 Undergraduates who have not yet declared a major or pre-major
•	 Undergraduate and Graduate students-at-large

College of Business & Management

Dean of the College of Education
•	 Undergraduates who have officially declared a major or pre-major in the 
College of Education

•	 Graduate students-at-large officially admitted to a certification program

Dean of the Graduate College
•	 Graduates admitted to a Masters degree program

Director of Nontraditional Degree Programs 
•	 Undergraduates officially admitted to the Bachelor of Arts in 
Interdisciplinary Studies program or the University Without Walls program

Prerequisite Policy
•	 The student should note that some course descriptions refer to a 
prerequisite course that must be successfully completed or the student 
must be enrolled for the course prior to registration. The members of 
the faculty regard these prerequisites or their equivalent as a necessary 
foundation for student learning. Therefore, it is the student’s responsibility 
to be aware of and follow any course prerequisite(s) prior to registration. 
In such case that a course prerequisite cannot be met, it is the 
responsibility of the student to obtain a waiver of the prerequisite prior 
to registration by following the procedure applicable in the college or 
department which sponsors the course.

Auditing
Students who meet the admission requirements of the University and are 
registered for a course may audit the course if they have written permission 
of the instructor. NOTE: Courses in the College of Business & Management 
must also obtain written permission of the chairperson. Deadline to submit 
an approved written request to the Office of Enrollment Services to audit a 
course in Fall is Sepember 14, 2009. 

AN AUDITOR CANNOT LATER HAVE HIS/ HER REGISTRATION CHANGED 
TO SECURE COURSE CREDIT. A student registered for credit may not change 
to audit after date listed above. Auditors pay the same fees as credit students.

POLICY ON FIRST CLASS SESSION ATTENDANCE
Department instructors may reassign a student's seat in a class if the 
student does not attend the first class session and neglects to inform 
the instructor in advance of the intended  absence. The student will be 
responsible for any financial consequence if  the course is not dropped 
officially by the student before the appropriate refund deadline. Failure 
to officially withdraw from class will result in a grade of F.

PASS/FAIL OPTION
•	 Pass/fail option is available only to students in good standing (can not be 
on academic probation) at the undergraduate level.

•	 Pass/fail option is not allowed for General Education, Honors, College 
of Business & Management courses, tutored study courses, independent 
study courses, English 101, or a course used to fulfill a major or minor 
requirement.

•	 Students are eligible to exercise the pass/fail option only after 
accumulating fifteen hours in residency (courses taken through 
Northeastern). 

•	 Eligible students will be permitted one pass/fail course per term. A 
maximum of 18 pass/fail hours, including transfer courses from other 
institutions, may be applied toward graduation but may not be counted 
toward a student’s major area of concentration, minor, or General 
Education Program.

•	 Declaration of the intention to select the pass/fail option must be 
made no later than the tenth day of the term by notifying the Office of 
Enrollment Services.  The decision to select the pass/fail option may not 
be changed after that date.

•	 A grade of “P” will be used to indicate that the student has passed the 
course, and a grade of “F” will be used to indicate that the student has 
failed the course. The “F” will be included in the grade point average.

•	 Instructors may offer courses restricted to pass/fail registration with 
approval from the appropriate College Educational Policy Committee 
and by the Faculty Council on Academic Affairs, either at the time of 
initial course approval or subsequently. Hours of credit carried by such 
course(s) will be part of the maximum 18 hours which have been 
approved for the general pass/fail option.

POLICY ON INCOMPLETES
•	 “I” (incomplete) may be given if a student is absent from the final 
examination or fails to complete a special research or individual study 
project because of some unavoidable circumstance such as illness.

•	 Effective Summer 2008, students will have two semesters (including 
Summer) after the incomplete grade has been assigned to remove the 
incomplete.

•	 Incompletes that have not been removed within two semesters will be 
changed to an “F” grade.

•	 This policy does not apply to thesis seminars or masters project seminars.

Independent/Tutored Study, Thesis Seminar
Independent or tutored study requires the consent of the instructor, 
department chairperson and the college dean on the appropriate 
form at least one week prior to registration.

Deadline to submit the Independent/Tutored Study or Thesis 
Seminar form for Spring to the Enrollment Services Center is  
September 10.

Thesis seminar requires written consent of the Thesis advisor, 
department chairperson, dean of the College of Arts & Sciences, 
dean of the College of Business & Management, or dean of the 
College of Education, program coordinator/advisor, and the dean of 
the Graduate College on the Thesis Seminar form.
NOTE: All forms may be obtained from the department offering the 
course.

ORAL Proficiency
Northeastern Illinois University, in accordance with a 1987 State 
statute insures that all persons providing classroom instruction 
to students are proficient in oral English. If an instructor’s oral 
proficiency is in doubt, students should contact the department 
chair to obtain information about the University’s procedure for 
handling complaints.

Illinois Articulation Initiative (IAI)
Information is available at the Enrollment Services Center or in the 
current Academic Catalog.

CONCURRENT REGISTRATION
Concurrent registration for undergraduates working toward a 
degree at Northeastern is permissible. Prior to enrolling at another 
university or college, the student at Northeastern must obtain written 
permission from his/her chairman/designated academic advisor, to be 
submitted to the Enrollment Services Center. All students wishing to 
take Business and Management courses must obtain permission from 
the College of Business and Management prior to submitting the form 
to the Enrollment Services Center. Official forms and information 
concerning procedures are available at the Enrollment Services 
Center. Failure to follow appropriate procedures may jeopardize the 
acceptance of credits earned at another university or college. The last 
30 consecutive credit hours must be completed at Northeastern in 
order to to meet graduation requirements.

ACCESSIBILITY CENTER

Student Departure for Military Service

are not in attendance at the end of the term will receive course and 
residence credit or a refund of tuition and fees. Students can contact 
the Veterans Certifying Official in the Enrollment Services Office for 
more information.

Students who, during the course of an academic term, are absent 
from class due to volunteer emergency service are eligible for 
reasonable accommodations from the University regarding their 
classroom requirements.

To encode (or increase) the dollar 
value on an ID card, go to an ‘Add Value’ station located on 
campus. Insert the card and a five, ten or twenty dollar bill and 
the dollar value on the magnetic strip will be increased by that 
amount. Each time the ID card is used for a purchase, the dollar 
value encoded on the magnetic strip will be reduced by the 
amount of the transaction.)

WHAT IS NEIUport AND HOW DO I OBTAIN A NEIUport  NetID & 
PASSWORD?
NEIUport is NEIU’s university-wide internet portal.  This portal 
provides quick, centralized, and secure access to information and 
services for all NEIU students, faculty, and staff.  

Your NEIUport account allows you to:

•	 Register for classes online.

•	 View course seating capacities (open or closed classes).

•	 Determine course prerequisites.

•	 Print out a class schedule.

•	 View grades and transcript.

•	 Request official transcripts.

•	 Review Financial Aid awards.

•	 Print out a tuition and fees statement.

•	 Pay tuition and fees online with credit, debit or check.

•	 Send and retrieve e-mail.

•	 Access the Ronald Williams Library Databases from an off-campus 
location.

•	 Access Blackboard.

•	 Create a personal web page which can be viewed on the Internet 
from anywhere in the world.

•	 Store files online within your account.

•	 Use the printers in the NEIU Student Computing labs, Technology 
Enhanced Classrooms and Library.

Students, faculty, and staff must have a NetID and password in order 
to be able to print in the NEIU Student Computing Labs.  Registered 
students at NEIU have a 1,000 page printing limit that will reset at 
the beginning of each following semester.  Any unused print quota 
does not roll over to the following semester.  For those that exceed 
the printing limit, it will cost 9 cents per printed page for a double-
sided print job (or 18 cents for a page printed on two sides) and 10 
cents per page for a single-sided print job. When required, printing 
costs will be deducted from an NEIU debit card. NEIU debit cards 
cost 75 cents to purchase and money can be added to debit cards 
at all student lounge/vending areas in every building on campus, 
plus on the 2nd floor of the Ronald Williams Library.  For security 
purposes, print quota should not be shared amongst users. 
For website tutorials on how to print, visit www.neiu.edu/~scs and 
select the Tutorials link. To view print usage statistics, visit www.
neiu.edu/~scs and select the Computer Lab information link.  

NEIUport accounts are automatically created for students enrolled 
at NEIU. To look up your NEIUport NetID and password, please go 
to the website address http://neiuport.neiu.edu.

As of Fall 2008, new and continuing students are not required to have a 
minor to graduate, unless the minor or a set of cognate courses is already 
specifically stated in the requirements for their major (as in the sciences, 
College of Business, and the College of Education). 

MATH/Quantitative reasoning REQUIREMENT
See the General Education Limited List of classes for courses that satisfy 
this requirement.  Students can also fulfill the requirement in one of the 
following ways:

1.	 Transfer credit with a grade of C or better in any math course College 
Algebra level or higher.  Other math courses are evaluated at the time of 
admission.

2.	 A minimum score of 35 on the Northeastern mathematics placement test, 
a score of three or higher on the Advanced Placement (AP) calculus test, 
or a Math ACT score of 25 or higher.

3.	 An AA or AS degree from a community college meeting the standards of 
the 1991 Illinois Community College Board model General Education 
curriculum in Mathematics or completion of the Illinois General 
Education Core curriculum prior to transferring to Northeastern Illinois 
University.  To meet the Math/Quantitative Reasoning requirement, a 
student must earn a grade of C or better in the mathematics course 
transferred from the college or university.

4.	 Completion of one of the majors or minors listed below will automatically 
fulfill the Math/Quantitative Reasoning requirement.

REGISTRATION FOR BIOLOGY COURSES 
Online registration for all undergraduate Biology courses is no longer 
restricted to students who have officially declared biology as a major.  
Seats will be available on a first-come, first-served basis, so it is advisable 
for biology majors and minors to register as soon as possible during the 
Advance Registration periods as seats are limited. 

PREREQUISITES WILL BE ENFORCED
The minimum prerequisite for all Department of Biology 300-level courses 
is BIO 201 and BIO 202 or equivalent.  Some courses may have additional 
prerequisites.  In order to register for BIO 150/201 (or any biology major 
or minor course) a student must have demonstrated proficiency in reading, 
writing, and math.  A score of 6 on the Reading Placement Test, a score of 
7 on the Writing Placement Test (or ELP-ESL-120 or ELP DEV-099) and a 
score of 30 on the Math Placement Test (or MATH-DEV-092) will satisfy this 
requirement.  Students should note that BIO 150 is a co-requisite of BIO 201 
and is required for ALL majors/minors beginning their biology coursework 
as of Fall 2007.  

Students may register online for biology classes for which prerequisites 
have been met (completed with a grade of “C” or better).  Class lists will be 
monitored and prerequisites checked during and after registration periods.  
Students who are registered for courses for which prerequisites have not 
been met with a grade of “C” or better will not be able to attend the course 
and are responsible for any financial consequences resulting from the 
necessity to withdraw.  It is the student’s responsibility to be aware of and 
comply with all Biology course prerequisites.

However, students should be aware that homosexual conduct, which may 
be interpreted as stating that one is lesbian, gay or bisexual, is grounds for 
disqualification from entering into a contract with the federal government to 
become a commissioned officer.

Only Sections 001 of Military Science 101 and 102 are offered at Northeastern 
Illinois University.  All other sections and courses are only offered off campus 
at University of Illinois, Chicago or Loyola and DePaul Universities.

WHO CAN ENROLL IN 300 LEVEL BUSINESS COURSES:
Students who intend to enroll in 300 level business courses must first 
meet the following admission/declaration requirements of the 
College of Business and Management:
A. Complete the eight College of Business and Management Foundation courses. 
Students must earn a grade point average of 2.50 or higher with no grade 
below a "C" for all courses, including Foundation Courses, applied to a business 
major or minor. The Foundation Courses are: ENGL l0l (Writing I), ENGL 102 
(Writing II), MATH 165 (Finite Math), MATH 167 (Business Calculus), ECON 
217 (Microeconomics), BLAW 285 (Legal Environment of (Business), ACTG 
201 (Introduction to Financial Accounting) and ACTG 202 (Introduction 
to Managerial Accounting). Note: Enrollment in BLAW 280 and BLAW 285 
requires completion of at least 30 credit hours.
B. Complete at least 60 credit hours (including the Foundation Courses) of 
course work and have a cumulative GPA of 2.00 or better for these hours. 
(For business minors a 2.00 cumulative GPA in at least 45 credit hours is 
required.)
C. Must have completed all General Education requirements
ALL 400 and 500 LEVEL BUSINESS AND MANAGEMENT COURSES:
These are graduate level courses. Consult the Academic Catalog for special 
admission and registration policies that apply to them.
PREREQUISITES WILL BE ENFORCED:
Please Note: Prerequisites are cumulative; i.e., some prerequisites 
have prerequisites of their own that must also be successfully 
completed prior to enrolling in a course. Students are expected to 
complete those courses with a "C" or better. Incomplete grades and 
"D" grades in prerequisite courses do not constitute successful completion. 
Students must not register for 300 level business courses unless they have 
met all prerequisites and requirements to declare a business major or minor. 
This includes a 2.50 GPA in the Foundation Courses.
All students, including students at large, are responsible for 
complying with the published prerequisites and other registration 
requirements. Class registration lists will be monitored and checked. 
Students who register for courses for which prerequisites have not been met 
will be responsible for any financial consequences due to their subsequent 
necessity to withdraw. Note that a student may advance register for a course 
in an upcoming semester while enrolled in a prerequisite course in the 
current semester, but must complete the prerequisite with a "C" or better to 
remain registered for the upcoming semester.
Students who have taken prerequisite courses at other institutions must 
have their transcripts evaluated by the Office of Program Advisement in the 
College of Business and Management. If students have not already done so, 
they should consult with the Program Advisors immediately.
