CONTRACT FOR THE UNIVERSITY AMBASSADORS

. Ambassadors are expected to participate in at least_tweo activities during the Fall and Spring
terms.

. Commencement is a required event. There are two commencements at Northeastern, one in
December and one in May. If a serious conflict arises, and you are unable to fulfill your

commitment to a particular event, you MUST contact the Coordinator of the University
Ambassadors.

. Everyone will meet with the Coordinator at least twice a semester or attend at least two
meetings per semester.

. Any and all events that you have signed up for is considered to be a commitment. If for any
reason you are unable to attend an event for which you have committed, you should give us at
least a one week notice (except for an emergency).

. Proper attire must be worn at all of the events. The Ambassador "uniform" includes the
following: white blouse or shirt, black pants or skirt, black shoes and the Ambassador Sash.
For our gentlemen, we ask you to wear a tie. Please note, your sash is to be returned to the
Office of the Dean of Students at the end of each event.

. Ambassadors are expected to express a positive attitude toward the University.
. Ambassadors are accepted on a probationary basis for their first term. Ambassadors are

expected to maintain a 2.0 grade point average to ensure an agreeable balance between
extracurricular activities and education.
