    "The Physics of Cell Phones"

 Participants in this workshop will learn how a cell phone works, starting from the science of sound and electromagnetic waves to how individual signals are transported from phone to phone. All will have the opportunity to build and send their own voices over wire-based telephones, optical telephones, and radio phones. A hard-copy laboratory guidebook for students and a CD-rom with

3-weeks worth of teaching ideas will be provided.   A $10 fee is required for materials.
The meeting will initially be held in "The Lyceum" on the East side of Glenbrook South. Participants should park in the front lot on the South East corner of the school at the intersection of West Lake Avenue and Pfingsten and enter the main entrance of the school.
