Graduate Admission information for International Students 

Requiring Form I-20 Processing

I. Submit a completed and signed Northeastern Illinois University Graduate College Application for Admission with a nonrefundable US$30.00 application fee.  A money order, check or bank draft drawn from a U.S. bank must be made payable to Northeastern Illinois University.

II. If you are in the United States under F-1 or J-1 visa, submit a photocopy of your visa stamp page, I-94 form, and I-20 (or DS-2019).

III. Educational Records:

a. You must have official transcripts from all U.S. schools or colleges attended (if any) sent directly to the Graduate College at Northeastern Illinois University.  Or, you must submit them in envelopes sealed and signed by the school registrar.  

b. For all the educational credentials you earned in a country outside of the United States:

i. You must submit a set of clear and legible photocopies of all original documents with your application. Transcripts or documents in languages other than English must be accompanied by English translations prepared by a professional translation service agency.  

ii. You must also have your credentials sent to the Educational Credential Evaluators (ECE), Inc.   College or university transcripts require a course-by-course evaluation.  You must request ECE to send a copy of the evaluation report(s) directly to the Graduate College.

IV. Submit your official score report for Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL).  Scores required for admission are 550 or above from the written test format and 213 or above from the computerized format.  The test code for Northeastern Illinois University is 1090.  If the prospective student is in the Chicago area, he/she may call either of the following telephone numbers to obtain information from Educational Testing Service (website: http://www.toefl.org) regarding TOEFL. Students who have completed 30 semester hours or more from an accredited U.S. college or university are not required to submit TOEFL scores if their grade point average is “2.0” or higher on a 4.0 scale.

V. Submit a completed, signed and notarized Financial Statement (for international graduate students) of Northeastern Illinois University.  In addition, you and/or your sponsor(s) must submit supplemental financial information in the form of a bank letter detailing account information with current balances expressed in U.S. dollars and a letter from the sponsor’s employer verifying current employment status and salary in U.S. dollars.  You must furnish evidence that adequate provisions have been made to meet all your financial needs for the entire period of your stay in the United States while you are pursuing a full-time course of study applicable to your degree program.  Financial statement and supporting documents cannot be dated more than six (6) months from the date of application.  Students who are applying for readmission to the Graduate College must submit new financial statement and supporting documents.

VI. If all of the above documents have been submitted by the filling deadline of the semester applied for, the application will be reviewed by the Graduate College. If the application is approved, the applicant will receive a letter of acceptance and the certificate of eligibility for nonimmigrant (F-1) student status (Form I-20) in the mail.
