Next Wednesday is lobby day, when the needs of higher education can be brought to 
the attention of state legislators.  This year will be the first year the University will 
participate in a systematic way.  Representatives from all aspects of the University 
will attend.   


 
The education building is written into the Governor’s budget for the first time.

• CMT MDIA 377 – Gender and Media (new course) 
• ZHON 191 – Honors Introduction to the Arts (new course) 
• ENGL 483 – Postcolonial Literature (new course) 
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Kim Sanborn made the changes required by this committee for NEIU 303, Preparing 
for Graduate Study (the McNair Scholars Program course). 


 
There was a discussion about the apparent delay in FCAA course approval and the 
delay in entering them into the master course list. 


 
5.   New Business – Review of the FY 2009-2014 Priorities Statements  
 


The Provost distributed a handout, “Review of the FY 2009-14 Priorities Statements.” 
He pointed out that under Goal 1 strategy 1.7, “Evaluate the first year experience” 
brings a change in emphasis from previous years as does strategy 1.4, “Improve the 
strategic use of financial aid and scholarship funds for the recruitment and retention 
of students. 


 
Strategy 1.2, “Increase diverse graduate enrollments and rate of degree completion 
and increase the number of new graduate students in selected programs …” does not 
include the College of Education.  The plans for growth are focused. 


 
Teacher training that involves the College of Arts and Sciences was also discussed.

Provost Frank discussed the elimination the reading portion of the English 
competency exam beginning with the new academic year.  The change is supported 
by the coordinator of Reading Development, Linda Chenault, and the Dean of 
Academic Development, Murrell Duster.  Provost Frank also endorses it.  Bales 
(Berlin 2nd) moved that FCAA recommend the elimination of the reading potion of 
the ECE exam to be put into place at the discretion of the Provost.  The motion was 
approved unanimously. 


 
Provost Frank informed FCAA that President Hahs has been busy with the University 
Statement of Values with the MELD group.  The second draft is online and comments 
are encouraged. 


 
Hild added that the revised priorities for 2009-2013 are available.   Members should 
send responses, especially since the University Budget Council will look at the 
comments. 
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3.   Report from the Curriculum Committee 
 


Bales reported that the Curriculum Committee moved for approval of the following 
courses: 


 
• BIO 100 – Introduction to Biology (course number change and catalog 


description change) 
• BIO 104 – The Changing Natural Environment (course number change) 
• MATH 165 – Finite Mathematics (credit hour change) 
• TED-MLED 301 – Curriculum and Instruction in the Middle School (new 


program and new course) 
 


The FCAA members approved all motions. 
 
 
4.   Special Guests – Audrey Reynolds 
           Kim Sanborn 
 


Audrey Reynolds spoke about the Writing Intensive Task Force.   She stated that 
there has been more communication within the College of Arts and Sciences about 
the proposed requirement of advanced writing courses.  Reynolds met with the 
College of Arts and Sciences Academic Affairs Committee, the dean of the College 
of Business and Management, and will meet with the dean of the College of 
Education this afternoon. 


 
Two general issues have come up in trying to organize this (1) trying to make the 
requirement faculty-friendly, and (2) trying to make the requirement student-friendly. 
The faculty’s fear is that we have a lot of ESL students.  They are nervous about 
including writing instruction within their courses.  There has to be a faculty advisory 
body.  Reynolds suggested that the current task force become the advisory group for 
starters because they have been working well together.  Furthermore, she 
recommends that a coordinator work with the department and faculty to provide 
resources. 


 
The second faculty-friendly effort is the choice of whether to create new courses or 
adapt old courses to the new requirement.  If any department cannot make 
arrangements for this, they can work with another department.   


 
The students will be notified of the new requirement by a general statement in the 
catalogue advising them to go to their departments for specifics.  The Board of 
Governors and the University Without Walls have been notified about the 
requirement.  The University must also consider support services involving the 
Writing Lab, the Learning Center, literacy courses, and the Reading Lab. 
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Another issue is the English Placement Test.  The writing prompt needs to be 
changed, and we get irregular results with the present test.  More freshmen are judged 
to need remedial reading than writing.  If the English Competency Exam is phased 
out, a lot more data gathering will be necessary to see what happens to students as 
they advance towards their degree.  


 
Discussion also took place regarding the English Placement Exam. 


       
Kim Sanborn is the director for the McNair Scholars Program.  She described the 
program. 


 
Bales (Nyadroh 2nd) moved for approval of NEIU 303, Preparing for Graduate Study,   
pending the change in the statement of the grade policy in the syllabus and for 
McNair courses to retain their NEIU prefix.  The motion was approved unanimously.   


 
Hild noted that Kim Sanborn has only to go to the FCAA with curriculum changes or 
proposals since the McNair Scholars Program is outside the colleges.

4.   Report from Writing Implementation Task Force 
 


Audrey Reynolds discussed the Writing Implementation Task Force Report which 
was submitted to Chair Hild on April 30, 2007.  It emphasized that departments 
should put the writing intensive course in the sequence of the major as early as 
possible.  The University Without Walls and the Board of Governors Program were 
considered, and writing intensive courses within these programs was considered 
practical.  Communication to the departments was emphasized.  The assessment of 
the requirement has not yet been developed.   


 
• To exclude the fourth alternative on page three of the report:  “A department can 


specify a required sequence of courses that can be used to fulfill the requirement.” 
 


• Put the writing intensive course as early as possible in the sequence. 
 


• Writing intensive courses will be three credit hours. 
 


• Writing intensive courses are not to be used as capstone courses. 
 


Filus (Berlin 2nd) moved to approve the report.  The motion was approved. 
 


In the approval process for streamlining the curriculum, it was suggested that the 
colleges receive a report but do not vote on these courses.  It is important that the 
point person, the task force, and the structures be in place before the requirement  
goes into effect.  Reynolds mentioned that college committees, the Dean’s Council,  
and chairs should be informed presently.  The Chair offered his congratulations to  
the task force for all their work.

2.   Report from the Chair 
 


Harold Hild offered congratulations on behalf of the Committee to Steven Riess for 
receiving the Brommel Award. 


 
There are some curricular proposals in the pipeline that we would like to be able to 
approve this year.  In addition, the Provost would like to discuss the Writing Intensive 
Task Force Report with the FCAA during the next meeting.  Lastly, there is the 
question of the next step after the assessment of student needs at El Centro. 


 
It is the general consensus that another FCAA meeting should take place on May 
10th.   


 
 
3.   Review of the Report from the Writing Intensive Task Force 
 


The Provost has some comments and concerns about the Writing Task Force Report.  
He was concerned that Part 1 allowed too much flexibility for the departments to 
meet the requirement, and that the focus seemed to disappear.  A 300-level writing 
intensive course may be used as the last course before graduation and defeat the intent 
of the requirement.   
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There was a discussion of the problem, in some departments, of student mastery of 
sufficient content for a writing project at the 200-level.  A suggestion was made that 
the departments consider their writing intensive courses in the context of course 
sequencing, and that they should be as early as feasible. 


  
There was discussion about each department keeping the list of writing intensive 
programs short.  The Provost expressed concern that writing intensive courses would 
become generic if too many courses had the label, and the committee was in general 
agreement with this concern. 


 
There was discussion about the possibility that some departments, particularly the 
sciences, may feel the need to have a student take more than one course to meet the 
requirement in order for the student to have mastered enough content to use. 


 
A class size cap was also discussed.  It was agreed that a 25-student limit was 
generally agreed upon, but the individual department could make the case for other 
limits. 


 
The committee discussed the minimum number of credit units a writing intensive 
course should be; the assumption has always been three. 


 
There was concern that if the writing intensive course is called a “University” rather 
than “graduation” requirement as suggested by the Provost, it could be waived for 
some students. 


 
It was mentioned that the strategy of the requirement’s implementation should be to 
make departments own it as much as possible. 


 
 
5.   Evaluation of the Dean 
 


Hild asked how many had filled out the Evaluation of the Dean electronic survey, and 
most of the committee raised their hands.  He asked the committee’s opinions on the 
survey, commenting that he had heard informally that faculty members had a positive 
response.  The committee generally agreed that it was convenient because no logging-
in was required, it was brief, and the content was satisfactory.  The response rate was 
70%, a great improvement from the previous years when a paper survey had been 
used. 


 
This survey is considered a pilot.  There will be evaluation of instructors, chairs, 
provosts, and presidents in the future if the pilot is deemed successful. 
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With a good response rate and general satisfaction with the instrument as well as the 
fact that the subjects of the survey are also asked what their priorities are as part of 
the survey, the University will have a credible instrument and the evaluations will 
become more effective.
