	There are 3 different evaluation forms for the 4 major program areas. BLBC and ELED share the same form, and there are different forms, with different criteria for the SCED and ECED programs.
There are 17 Dispositions that are expected for COE candidates, and there are 14 Performance Standards that they are expected to meet.  
For each evaluation form, there are a set of criteria. The candidates are scored on each criteria with a number from 1-4, 4 being the highest.

The number of criteria range from 20 to 48. For each evaluation form, the criteria are mapped to the appropriate standards and dispositions in the database for the purpose assessing candidates not only on their individual scores, but also on how they rate against the Performance Standards and Dispositions for the College of Education. 


	Currently the data is gathered manually by the CEST office in the form of evaluation forms filled out by the student’s supervising teachers. 

The data from the forms is currently entered manually in the database.
