· Annually Funded Clubs “Change of Purpose” Requests

· Club Constitutional Review & Update Cycles

· 1-stop shop:  No more 2 step process.  **COC approval = approval.

· **Annually funded clubs budgets will still go to the COC then a 2nd step of approval w/ SGA Senate.  This process begins in February.

ORGANIZATION OF COC

· Chair = SGA Treasurer

· Vice Chair = student of interest

· Council – 16 representatives from clubs’ membership

· 2 from each category of clubs (excludes media organizations)

· All clubs must submit 2 names for recommendation to enter lottery

· Lottery to select 32 ( 32 interviewed by chair ( 16 recommended to SGA ( SGA approval of 16 as COC.
· Spring 2010 ( COC members will be selected through campus elections.  Candidates will personally decide to run & register as a candidate for a particular category of clubs. (no more recommendations requirements)
MEETINGS

· Every 2 weeks during Activity Hour

· Each member has a vote (chair votes only in a tie)

· Abstain = COC member’s club has proposal on the table
