ARZA is leading the campaign to elect Reform delegates to the 2006 World Zionist Congress (WZC), often called "the Parliament of the Jewish people." This effort will be one of the most important projects undertaken by our Movement during the next year, and ARZA will be looking to every Reform Jew to participate in order to reach our goal. A successful campaign will ensure we maintain our political strength within this world body and maintain our voices and values when critical decisions are being made. Our goal is 100,000 registered Reform Jews.

Registration for the election runs through January 15, 2006. The registration fee is $7.00 per person ($5.00 for full-time students).  After registering, voters will be allowed to vote between November 15, 2005, and February 15, 2006.  Eligibility to register and vote requires that a person be (a) Jewish, (b) over 18 years old by June 2006, and (c) subscribe to (i.e. accept) the statements of the Jerusalem Platform, available at http://www.arza.org/jprogram.htm
