Establish your NEIUPort account. Go to https://neiuport.neiu.edu/cp/home/displaylogin and follow the online instructions to establish your account. You must have a NEIUPort account to register for classes. This also allows the university to automatically enroll you in classes on Blackboard and LiveText as well as to contact you in cases of emergency.
Next


Join the Graduate Students in Reading Group on NEIUPort. When you have your NEIUPort account, there should be a Groups icon in the upper right of the home page. 
Click on the icon, when a window appears with a list of groups, scroll down to Reading Graduate Students. You can enroll yourself in our group. This is where we post announcements, reminders, deadlines, and upcoming events.

Subscribe to LiveText®. Go to www.c1.livetext.com and open an account online. Your subscription should include united streaming. Then email Anne Feuerstein at A-Feuerstein@neiu.edu and ask her to add you to the Department of Reading Graduate Students Group. Applications to progress through the program, Professional Experience Information form, Portfolio Peer Evaluation Rubrics, Self Evaluations of Professional Dispositions, Graduate Program Surveys, and a template for your electronic portfolio are all posted on LiveText®. In addition, many of your courses will have templates for assignments on LiveText® so that you can readily move assignments for classes into your portfolios.
