Editing Checklist questions

You can make up your own checklist as well. This is especially useful if you are focusing on a certain skill, and want to be sure students are focusing on that skill as they revise or edit. 

Some good revision checklist questions are:

1. Does my story have a beginning, middle and end? 
2. Do I have a main idea?
3. Is my work organized?
4. Do I have a conclusion?
5. Did I vary the length of my sentences?

Some questions for a proofreading checklist might be:

1. Did I begin each sentence with a capital letter?
2. Did I end each sentence with the correct punctuation?
3. Did I check for spelling errors?
4. Did I indent at the beginning of each paragraph?
5. Did I use other punctuation correctly?
