	· Think about the events in the judge’s chambers at the end of the book.

· Using a “Y” chart, make comparisons between the reasons stated in the text that support 

· The reasons the children should live with their mother

· The reasons the children should live with Gram

· The reasons the judge gave for her decision

· Use information from the text and from our class discussions
	· Imagine what Naomi and Owen would be like ten years after the story ends.  Naomi would be out of college, and Owen would just be starting.  Where are they, what are they doing, and what are their lives like?
· Write three postcards from Owen or Naomi:
· One to Gram
· One to Fabiola and Bernardo
· One to Blanca (if Naomi) and one to Ruben (if Owen)
· Make sure you include elements of the story
	· Be that character you’ve always wanted to be!

· Choose one of the characters from the book

· Fill out a Hotseat Study guide

· Create a costume of how you think they would look and dress

· Come to the classroom to present your work

· Remember, this should connect to things in the story and be believable

· Make 6 or more entries
	· How do you see the relationships of the characters in the story?
· Create a story map to show the places, events and relationships between the characters in the story
· Remember that story maps are NOT timelines
· Make sure you have a symbol for each character, and include the most important parts of the story
· You can use your own design, or the storyboard form
	· Think about what we have learned about the nature of luck.  Create a collage or picture for lucky or unlucky.

· Next, write a poem, song, or rap to go along with each collage.  

· Your challenge will be to connect your lyrics and collage to the story.

	· Make a timeline for the story.  Plot down the events from the beginning to the end

· What are the most important parts for you?

· Your timeline should include at least two items from each chapter

· Your sentences should have correct grammar and punctuation, as well as being accurate
	· You are Naomi, and you have changed dramatically over the course of the book.  

· Create a MindMap with an image of you in the center

· Using symbols, arrows, and just a few words, show how you have changed over the course of the book, from Naomi the mouse to Naomi the lion

· Be specific, and as creative as possible
	· Make a comic strip for each chapter showing how friendship or luck plays a factor in each chapter

· You must choose the beginning chapters 1-12 or 12-22

· Have one strip for each chapter

· Be sure each comic strip describes either an incident of luck (either good or bad) OR show how friendship changed the outcome of each chapter
