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 Unit-For-Books-Program
Program Purpose:  To promote standards-based thematic units developed and written by teachers which include the use of interactive teaching and learning strategies to motivate students to read critically, and develop a love of reading.  

Interested?    Teachers will select a YAL book (or set of books) approved by a GEAR UP Professional Development Coordinator  and create a unit plan to be implemented in the classroom during this school year.  Upon completion of an acceptable unit and its submission in digital form, CTC will purchase 30 books (either 30 copies of a single book or literature circle sets of multiple books) to be delivered to the teacher approximately 8 weeks after the order is placed.

2. Unit Overview (Use CPS weekly lesson plan template)

Activities to extend over 15 class sessions
3.  Detailed Lesson Plan

4.  Documentation/Follow-Up Should include some of the following:

(Brief (150 words) summary/reflection on the unit

(3-4 student self-assessments
