You are strongly encouraged to sign up for the Calculus 1 Seminar, MATH-161. The seminars meet once a week for two hours in an interactive informal setting led by peer leaders. Students in peer teams typically have an easier time in class, make better grades and retain what they learn. 

Course description.

Limits and derivatives, applications. integration, fundamental theorem of calculus. Prerequisite: MATH 106, Precalculus.

Course objectives.

Upon completion of this class the students will understand 1. How distance and position of a moving body relate to velocity and acceleration. 2. Tangent lines. 3. Derivatives. 4. Applications of derivatives to graphing. 5. Riemann sums. 6. The Fundamental Theorem of Calculus. 7. The relationship between the definite integral and area. 

This class will add to students’ skills in the following areas: 1. Algebraic manipulations. 2. General problem solving. 3. Explaining their understanding verbally. 4. Understanding ideas visually/graphically.
