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Total enrollment for Fall 2010 is 11,746. This represents a 1.0% increase from the prior fall; total
FTE also increased by 3.3%.

Undergraduate enrollment showed an increase of 3.3% and an increase of 4.8% in FTE.
New freshmen decreased by 2.7% and new transfers also decreased by 1.4%,

Fall 2010 showed a significant drop of 7.8% for graduate enrollment and also decreased in
graduate FTE, down 5.6% from Fall 2009.
