Community Leader Concentration (10 courses): This option 

provides knowledge and skills that foster leadership in ethical and 

culturally sensitive public engagement; acknowledges and 

considers tha complexities of local and global communities; 

promotes collaborating with schools to empower communities; and 

leverages community assets to promote social justice and equity.
