Please specify
your achievements within English courses (papers authors, projects completed, etc.)
and beyond, including student activities (such as La Mosca Literary & Visual Arts
Journal, Rebel Poetry, Rhizome, and/or The Independent), internships, jobs, and any
other activities you deem appropriate. In your cover letter, please specify if you are
a previous recipient of this scholarship, and if so, which semester(s) you were a
recipient.

For your portfolio, please include 10-20 pages of your best-written work(s) written
for English courses taken in Summer 2025, Fall 2025, or Spring 2026. This
portfolio may contain a combination of various writing forms and styles, including
literary analyses, creative projects, research papers, and argumentative essays.
