Coursework and field experiences expose students to a
variety of social work settings and clients who represent diverse socio-cultural backgrounds.

Students who earn their BSW can transition into the Advanced Standing Master of Social Work (MSW) program to earn
their MSW in one year if attending full-time or two years if attending part-time.

Students admitted to the MSW Program who have earned a Bachelor of Social Work (BSW) degree in the past five years
from a college or university accredited by the Council on Social Work Education (CSWE) can immediately transition into the
30 credit-hour Specialized Curriculum. This curriculum can be completed in one year full-time or two years part-time.

Admission requirements to the program are as follows:
e  Official transcripts from all colleges and universities attended
e Atwo-page professional statement addressing your goals and objectives specific to the MSW program

e Undergraduate GPA of 3.25 or higher

e Three letters of recommendation with one letter coming from the BSW Program Director, Field Director, or a
faculty member of the school from which you received your BSW
