e A maximum of six scholarships are awarded per academic year. Award amount is subject
to change pending applicant pool and eligibility. Award given out in two installments
during the semester based upon engagement in the program.

e The deadline for Fall 2026 is September 1, 2026.

e The deadline for Spring 2027 is November 1, 2026.
